PART 1 (PAGES 2-3)

3, which has all of the states labeled. Students should study this map in preparation for Part 2.

PART 2 (PAGES 4-5)

Part 2 includes 12 questions and a blank outline map of the U.S. Prior to answering the
questions, students can test their knowledge of the locations of each state by filling out the
map on page 5 (without looking back at page 3!). Then, students can answer the 12 questions
using the map they completed to check their work!
